


                                                                TOWN OF WOODRUFF
REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING
MINUTES
Feb. 12, 2019

This regular town board meeting was noticed according to WI State Statute 19.84, posted as required by law, and news media notified. Board members present were chairman Michael Timmons, supervisors Corky Sheppard, Ray Christenson and Mike Doud. Also present were police chief Lenny Drewsen, officer Jeremy Herrmann, police administrative secretary Lori Janusz, Bill Rudolph, John and Shelly Weis, Jeff Musson, Jimmy Rein, Kirby Redman, Adam Redman and Kayla Houp of the The Lakeland Times. Shirley Jacoby was absent.
Timmons called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. and the Pledge of Allegiance was conducted.
A motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Doud to approve the agenda as presented. All members voted aye; motion carried.
Approval of the minutes of the Jan. 22 regular town board meeting: Motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Christenson with all members voting aye. Motion carried.
Welcome and introduction of guests.
1. Public comment related to below agenda items: None.
2. Preliminary discussions concerning the “Proposed Veterans Parkway Development” located at 669 Veterans Parkway, being described as Parcel “C” located in part of the Fractional NE ¼ and part of the E ½ of the Fractional NW ¼ and part of the NW ¼ of the SE ¼ and part of the NE ¼ of the SW ¼, Section 1, T39N, R6E, Woodruff Township, Oneida County, Wis.: John Weis the owner of property and architect Jeff Musson introduced their plans for the Maui Building. A racquetball/golf simulator complex. Weis explained his plans of the development and Jeff explained the building itself. The board welcomed the project and gave full support. A side discussion followed as to the future need of expanding of the sanitary services to the remaining property. 
3. Chief of Police position: Timmons read a statement from the interview committee with the recommendations of having four candidates be interviewed by them letting police secretary make appointments. Motion by Timmons, and seconded by Sheppard to move forward as suggested. All members voted aye.
4.  Snow removal sidewalks in business district: Numerous complaints have been coming in about the amount of snow from the highway on sidewalks, asking when the town would haul it. After discussion a motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Christenson to have the chairman find someone ASAP to haul and get it taken care of. All members voted aye.
5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Consider generator for road/fire building. Fire chief Victor Gee had gathered some pricing for a generator and having it installed. The cost of $16,628.00 should be complete. Sheppard said the money can come from the building repair fund.  Further discussion on the fact that it will not supply the weather warning siren, that cost would add somewhere between$ 15,000-20,000. Motion by Sheppard and second by Doud to approve the generator as presented and look at other options later for weather warning. All members voted aye.
6. Consider purchasing a trailer for moving the man-lift for road department: No action taken.
7. Discussion about when to list the fire truck for sale: Gee was requesting to list the engine that is being replaced for sale. Doud made a motion, seconded by Christenson to start the process. All members voted aye.
8. Oneida County Zoning ordinance 9.58 Tourist Rooming House: Timmons explained why this was back and the changes to the ordinance. Motion by Doud, seconded by Sheppard to recommend approval, all members voted aye.
9. Oneida County Zoning: Portable storage facilities: Discussion on types of storage facilities was discussed. Comments from the audience as well as board members were taken. A motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Doud to recommend to the planning and zoning committee to work on an ordinance to allow during construction and at true times of need but not for permanent use. All members voting aye.
10. Wisconsin Towns Association: Town Advocacy Council’s request for Woodruff to join: A discussion was had and at this time it was felt there was no need to join. Sheppard made a motion, seconded by Doud not to support. All members voted aye.

11. Reappoint George Dennis as Woodruff  Room Tax Commissioner: Timmons said he spoke with George and he would very much enjoy being reappointed to the commission. Christenson made a motion, seconded by Doud to reappoint. All members voted aye.
12. January bills for approval: After review, Sheppard made a motion, seconded by Doud, to approve January bills. All members voted aye.
13. Future agenda items: Computer issues; road department trailer purchase; road department computer.
14. The meeting ended at 7:39 p.m. when the agenda was completed.
