


TOWN OF WOODRUFF
REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING
MINUTES
March 12, 2024

This regular town board meeting was noticed according to Wis. State Statutes, sec. 19.84, posted as required by law, and news media notified. Board members present were: Chairman Michael Timmons, and supervisors Corky Sheppard, Ray Christenson, Melissa Bucklew and Sam Weber.  Also present was clerk Julie Huotari, road crew member Kyle Timmons and Brian Jopek of The Lakeland Times.
Mike Timmons called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. A motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Bucklew to approve the agenda as presented, scratching item No. 7. All members present voted aye; motion carried. Christenson moved to approve the minutes from the Feb. 27, 2024, regular meeting, seconded by Weber. All voted aye; motion carried.

2. Consider Administrative Review Permit application by Jeremiah Posedel, applicant and owner, to rent the dwelling as Tourist Rooming House within the #02 Single Family zoning district where rentals of six (6) days or less are prohibited and on the following described property: Part of Government Lot 5, Section 5, T39N, R7E, 9042 Madeline Lake Road, WR-75-9, Town of Woodruff:  Sheppard moved approve the ARP as presented, seconded by Christenson. All voted aye; motion carried.
3. Consider appointment of airport commissioner: Timmons moved to appoint Steve Monk as the new airport commissioner, seconded by Bucklew. All voted aye; motion carried.
4. Consider appointment of Brandy Park Commissioner: Christenson moved to appoint Kyle Timmons as the new Brandy Park Commissioner, seconded by Weber. All voted aye, except Timmons who abstained. Motion carried.
5. Discuss Brandy Park improvements: Timmons told the board that improvements to the park athletic facilities far outweighed the commission’s annual budget of $34,000. The commission’s share to resurface the tennis/basketball courts and make ballfield improvements was estimated at $105,000. The commission suggested that the towns of Woodruff and Arbor Vitae take a loan out. The subject will be brought to the electors of the town at the annual meeting April 16.
6. Discuss new town signage: Timmons asked the board specify exactly which signs to seek quotes for. Huotari said she has estimates from five companies, but they weren’t all for the same things. Timmons confirmed that they would look specifically at the hanging sign by the office lobby, the wall sign at the community center doors and a stationary sign visible from the highway that could allow for an electronic board sometime in the future, if desired.
7. Discuss 2024 lawn care and cemetery and roadside cleanup: Scratched.
8. Authorize town crew to assist with Lakeland ATV projects: Christenson moved to approve, seconded by Weber. All voted aye, except Sheppard who abstained. Motion carried.
9. Approve sale of police squad – 2018 Dodge Charger: Sheppard moved to allow the public sale of the squad, seconded by Bucklew. All voted aye; motion carried.
10. Consider operator’s license for approval: Sheppard moved to approve the license for Brad Hastreiter, seconded by Bucklew. All voted aye; motion carried.
11. Consider February bills for approval: Sheppard moved to approve the February bills in the amount of $1,962,539.51, seconded by Bucklew. All voted in favor; motion carried.
