REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING
MINUTES
March 26, 2024

This regular town board meeting was noticed according to Wis. State Statutes, sec. 19.84, posted as required by law, and news media notified. Board members present were: Chairman Michael Timmons, and supervisors Corky Sheppard, Ray Christenson, Melissa Bucklew and Sam Weber.  Also present was clerk Julie Huotari and Brian Jopek of The Lakeland Times.
Mike Timmons called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. A motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Bucklew to approve the agenda as presented. All members present voted aye; motion carried. Weber moved to approve the minutes from the March 12, 2024, regular meeting, seconded by Christenson. All voted aye; motion carried.

2. Consider sale of town property WR-12-1A: Timmons said Steve Metz, who owns property adjacent to WR-12-1A offered to buy the empty parcel. Sheppard moved to present the offer to the electors at the Annual Spring Meeting of the Electors on April 16, seconded by Christenson. All voted aye; motion carried.
3. Discuss new town signage: Sheppard moved to award the sign work to Lakeland Sign and Graphic for the following two signs: the wall sign above the community center door and the flag sign by the town office lobby, after a logo is locked down. Motion seconded by Bucklew and all voted aye. Motion carried.
4. Discuss 2024 lawn care and cemetery and roadside cleanup: After considering bids, Sheppard moved to award the cemetery cleanup for $1,200 per time and cemetery trimming and mowing for $400 per time to Three-Seasons Lawn Services; and municipal grounds for $260 per time and the highway mowing for $240 per time to Steve Bucklew. Christenson seconded the motion and all voted aye, except for Melissa Bucklew, who abstained. Motion carried.
5. Discuss one-day out of town road seminar attendance: Christenson moved to allow all three road crew members to attend the April 17 seminar, weather dependent. Sheppard seconded the motion, all voted aye and the motion carried.
6. Announcements: The Annual Spring Meeting of the Electors will be April 16.
