REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING
MINUTES
April 16, 2024

This regular town board meeting was noticed according to Wis. State Statutes, sec. 19.84, posted as required by law, and news media notified. Mike Timmons called the meeting to order at 6:09 p.m. A motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Weber to approve the agenda as presented. All members present voted aye; motion carried. 2. Possible action stemming from annual meeting re: Sale of town property WR12-1A: Christenson made the motion to sell the property to Steve Metz for $5,500, seconded by Weber. All voted aye; motion carried.
3. Discuss 2024 roadwork: Christenson moved to get bids for road repair work at Spruce/Larson plus crack sealing on other roads, seconded by Bucklew. All voted aye; motion carried.
4. Consider Preliminary two (2) lot Certified Survey Map of lands owned by Mitchell Simmons, and submitted by Wilderness Surveying, Inc., Jim Rein, surveyor for the following property further described as: Parts of the Fractional NW ¼, Fractional NE ¼, NE-SW, and NW-SE, Section 1, T39N, R6E, PIN WR 1-12, Town of Woodruff: Sheppard moved to eliminate lot lines and consolidate into one lot, seconded by Christenson. All voted aye; motion carried.
5. Approve Lakeland /Noble F. Lee Memorial Airport Resolution Petitioning the Secretary of Transportation for Airport Improvement Aid: Sheppard moved to waive the reading and approve the resolution, seconded by Weber. All voted aye by roll call vote; motion carried.
6. Consider approval of retail liquor licenses for Woods Café and Bakery and Wisco Crafthouse and Kitchen: Sheppard moved to approve both licenses as presented, seconded by Bucklew. All voted aye; motion carried.
7. Consider March bills for approval: Christenson moved to approve the March bills for $177,231. 18, seconded by Weber. All voted aye; motion carried.
8. Future agenda items Discontinuance of a town road; road bids; Brandy Park.
