REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING
MINUTES
May 14, 2024

This regular town board meeting was noticed according to Wis. State Statutes, sec. 19.84, posted as required by law, and news media notified. Board members present were: Chairman Michael Timmons, and supervisors Corky Sheppard, Ray Christenson, Melissa Bucklew and Sam Weber.  Also present was clerk Julie Huotari, Police Chief Corey Backhaus and Brian Jopek of The Lakeland Times.
Mike Timmons called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. A motion was made by Weber and seconded by Bucklew to approve the agenda as presented. All members present voted aye; motion carried. Sheppard moved to approve the minutes from the April 16, 2024, regular meeting, seconded by Christenson. All voted aye; motion carried.

2. Accept resignation of road employee David Fink: Christenson moved to accept the resignation, seconded by Sheppard. All vote aye; motion carried.
3. Discuss new road employee hiring procedure: Sheppard moved to advertise for the position to include the requirement of a CDL license of applicants. Weber seconded, all voted in favor and the motion carried.
4. Revisit Brandy Park bid process and crack sealing: Bucklew moved to approve the crack sealing of the tennis courts first and to send the blacktop resurfacing, pickleball court work and basketball court work out for bids, seconded by Sheppard. All voted aye; motion carried.
5. Consider Administrative Review Permit application by Sean & Stephanie Daniele, applicants, and owners, to rent the dwelling as Tourist Rooming House within the #02 Single Family zoning district where rentals of six (6) days or less are prohibited and on the following described property: Part of Government Lot 5, Section 18, T39N, R7E, 9029 Timberlane Road, PIN WR 252-6, Town of Woodruff: Sheppard moved to approve the ARP as presented, seconded by Weber. All voted aye; motion carried.
6. Consider Administrative Review Permit application by Elijah Blair and Jessica Blair, applicants, and owners, to rent the dwelling as Tourist Rooming House within the #02 Single Family zoning district where rentals of six (6) days or less are prohibited and on the following described property: Indian Mound Plat Lot 3, Section 33, T39N, R7E, 7609 Forest Trail, PIN WR 1393, Town of Woodruff: Sheppard moved to approve the ARP as presented, seconded by Bucklew. All voted aye; motion carried.
7. Consider operator’s license: Sheppard moved to approve the operator’s license for Tony Jacquest as presented, seconded by Bucklew. All voted aye; motion carried.
8. Consider April bills for approval: Weber moved to approve the April bills for $251,443.79, seconded by Christenson. All voted aye; motion carried.
9. It is anticipated that the board will go into closed session according to State Statute, sec. 19.85(1)(c) considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility- (TOPIC: performance evaluation of Corey Backhaus): Sheppard moved to enter closed session at 5:47 p.m., seconded by Bucklew. All voted aye by roll call vote; closed session commenced. At 6 p.m., Christenson moved to re-enter open session, seconded by Weber, all voted aye by roll call vote. Open session commenced where it was announced that Backhaus was continuing to do an exemplary job for the town.
