REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING
MINUTES
June 11, 2024

This regular town board meeting was noticed according to Wis. State Statutes, sec. 19.84, posted as required by law, and news media notified. Board members present were: Chairman Michael Timmons, and supervisors Ray Christenson, Melissa Bucklew, Corky Sheppard and Sam Weber. Also present was deputy clerk Judi Nelson

Mike Timmons called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. A motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Weber to approve the agenda as presented. All members present voted aye; motion carried. Christenson moved to approve the minutes from the May 28, 2024, regular meeting, seconded by Bucklew. All voted aye; motion carried.

2. Consider Administrative Review Permit application by Todd Boetzel, applicant, Todd Boetzel and Robyn Dilorenzo owners, to rent the dwelling as Tourist Rooming House for less than 30 consecutive days on the following described property: Madeline Lake Condo, Unit 3, Section 5, T39N, R7E, 8930 Madeline Lake Road, PIN WR 2080, Town of Woodruff: Sheppard moved to approve the ARP, Weber seconded, all voted aye, motion carried.  
3. Consider Bids for Brandy Park projects: Sealed bid (1) for Project 1 Basketball Court was opened by Timmons and reviewed.  Sealed bid (1) for Project 2 Tennis Court was opened by Timmons and reviewed. Sheppard moved to approve Project 1 Bid of $26,000 and Project 2 Bid of $44,000. Both bids were from Pitlik and Wick. Motion seconded by Weber, all voted aye, motion carried. Timmons will communicate with Town of Arbor Vitae.   
4. Consider Job Applications for Road Department Position: Timmons reviewed three applications that were submitted. Applications were reviewed with road department staff and chief of police and all candidates were verified to have met requirements. Sheppard made motion to offer position to the selected candidate at a rate of $24 per hour until Jan. 1, 2025, when consideration for increase will be conducted. Motion seconded by Christenson, all voted aye, motion carried.   
5. Consider approval of operators license: Sheppard moved to approve the license, seconded by Weber. All voted aye; motion carried.
6. Consider approval of May 2024 bills: Bucklew moved to approve the May bills in the amount of $154,448.01, seconded by Weber. All voted aye; motion carried.
7. Future agenda items: Consider 2024 Road Bids, consider permit rate for Tourist Rooming House license.
