TOWN OF WOODRUFF
REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING
MINUTES
July 24, 2018

This regular town board meeting was noticed according to State Statute 19.84. Posted as required by law, news media notified. Board members present were Chairman Michael Timmons, Supervisors Corky Sheppard, Ray Christenson, Mike Doud and Shirley Jacoby. Also present were Christine Albano-Clerk, Kristin Kanzelberger-Treasurer, Linda Geier-Deputy Clerk, Heidi Fink, George Zoch, Charles Rudolph, Barbara Thompson, Tom Thompson, Todd Albano, Ed Brunner, Marilyn Pelc, Julie Wroblewski, Jimmy Rein, Ed Bruner and Abbey McEnroe-Lakeland Times.
Timmons called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. Pledge of Allegiance conducted.
Motion by Sheppard, seconded by Jacoby to approve the agenda as presented, all members present voted aye; motion carried.
Motion by Doud, seconded by Sheppard to approve the minutes of the July 10, 2018 regular town board meeting, all members present voted aye; motion carried. 
Welcome and introduction of guests: None.

1. PUBLIC COMMENT RELATED TO BELOW AGENDA ITEMS
None.
2. REQUEST TO VACATE PART OF EMERSON ROAD BY TIM P. KEZMAN (WILDERNESS SURVEYING, INC.); CHANGE OF LOT LINES FOR “A reconfiguration of existing parcels LOT 12 of the recorded plat of PALMO SHORES and LOT 2 of Certified Survey Map No. 672 and LOTS 1 & 2 of Certified Survey Map No. 3564 and Unplatted Lands being part of GOV’T. LOT 2 and part of the SW ¼ of the SE ¼  SECTION 27, T39N, R7E, Town of Woodruff, Oneida County, Wisconsin”
Jimmy Rein gave a presentation and requested to discontinue a portion of Emerson Road. Discussion followed. Motion by Sheppard, seconded by Doud to move forward with this last section of Emerson Road, shutting it down, and accepting the 33 X 100 piece of property to the town, all members voted aye; motion carried. 
3. TREASURER POSITION
Timmons stated that there were two applications for the position; from Marilyn Pelc and Julie Wroblewski. Questions and discussion followed. Motion by Doud, seconded by Sheppard to appoint Julie Wroblewski as Town Treasurer, aye-Doud, Timmons, Christenson, Sheppard, nay-Jacoby; motion carried.
4. DEPUTY CLERK/SECRETARY POSITION
Timmons stated that he put this on the agenda to clarify. Timmons stated that per state statute, the deput clerk needs to be a qualified elector of the town. Timmons stated that Linda Geier was a resident of Minocqua, and was currently functioning as a secretary. Discussion followed. Motion by Timmons, seconded by Doud to continue going the way we are currently and bring it up in the future to clarify at the end of August at the soonest, all members voted nay; motion failed. Motion by Timmons, seconded by Jacoby to continue to operate with a secretary’s position through the immediate future, through a fact finding period that this can be weighed out with pros and cons through the continuation of this term, all members voted aye; motion carried.

Jacoby left the meeting at 7:41p.m.

5. BRANDY PARK AGREEMENT
Timmons stated that there were changes made to the agreement which is included below. Motion by Doud, seconded by Sheppard to accept the agreement as presented, all members present voted aye; motion carried. The new agreement was signed.
6. APPOINTMENT OF BRANDY PARK COMMISSIONERS
Timmons stated that there was one application before an ad was placed. Motion by Timmons, seconded by Sheppard to appoint Andrea Reuland as a Park Commissioner to finish the term ending June 30, 2025, and to assign Christenson to the term ending June 30, 2024, Timmons to the term ending June 30, 2020, all members present voted aye; motion carried. Motion by Sheppard, seconded by Doud to accept the resignation by Ed Richardson from the Brandy Park Board and advertise to fill that position, all members present voted aye; motion carried.
7. ELECTRICIAL/GENERATOR PRICING
Timmons stated that he got pricing from PieperPower for $21,879 for a Generac and $23,872 for a Cummins, but the town crew had not gotten information back on the current generator. Discussion followed and will be brought back at a future meeting. No action taken.
8. SURVEILLANCE PRICING ON TOWN & FIRE BUILDING
Timmons stated that there was one quote received from Great Escape Technologies for $7,956.03 for the road/fire building and $3,978.80 for the town/police building. Timmons stated that he would like to get more quotes, this will be brought back. No action taken.
9. POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF OPERATORS LICENSE(S)
Motion by Christenson, seconded by Sheppard to approve the operator licenses for Jennifer Gamez, all members present voted aye; motion carried.
10. POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF TEMPORARY CLASS “B” LICENSE FOR HOLY FAMILY CATHOLIC CHURCH PICNIC
Motion by Sheppard, seconded by Doud to approve the license as presented, all members present voted aye; motion carried.
11. PUBLIC COMMENT RELATED TO ABOVE AGENDA ITEMS
Rudolph asked what Linda Geier’s actual title is currently working in the office. Albano stated that it was Deputy Clerk.
12. ADJOURNMENT
