REGULAR TOWN BOARD MEETING

Board members present were: Chairman Michael Timmons, and supervisors Corky Sheppard, Ray Christenson, Judy Allen and Andrea Reuland. Chairman Timmons called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m. A motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Allen to approve the agenda, removing the Pledge of Allegiance as it had already been recited at the budget hearing. All members present voted aye; motion carried. 
Approval of the minutes of the Nov. 12, 2019, regular town board meeting. Motion was made by Sheppard and seconded by Reuland to approve the minutes as presented. All members voted aye. Motion carried.
Welcome and introduction of guests.

1. Public comment related to below agenda items: None.
1. Consider adopting 2020 Budget: Christenson made the motion adopt the 2020 Budget as presented, seconded by Allen. All members voted aye. Motion carried.
1. Budget Resolution #03-2019, amend 2019 budget. Transfer the sum of $7,500 from the General Fund line item account #28000 to Surplus Applied – Unrestricted #49000-3 with an offsetting increase to expense account #56702 Community Development to account for an Oneida County broadband grant commitment: Timmons read the full resolution. Sheppard made the motion to approve the resolution, seconded by Allen. Timmons conducted a roll call vote: Reuland, aye; Allen, aye; Sheppard, aye; Christenson, aye; Timmons, aye. Motion carried.
1. Consider October bills for approval:  Sheppard made the motion to approve the October bills as presented, seconded by Christenson. All members voted aye. Motion carried. 
1. Future agenda items: Mid Lake name change; Charter broadband grant.
